What YOU can do to end Sex Trafficking!

Take Action: 
· Educate  your local community, hold a town hall, panel, and share with your religious organizations,  friends, neighbors, and family.  

· Give your time, talents, and treasures, to organizations in your local community working with or on behalf of exploited children.  Such as,  Michigan Women's Foundation, Alternatives for Girls, The Hope Project, and Sacred Beginnings. 
· Sign up to receive information.  Join the Michigan Women's Foundation on Facebook, Twitter @MiWomen, and Online at www.miwf.org to learn more about the Michigan Women's Foundation implementation of the AFNAP campaign. Or contact Lori Kitchen at lkitchen@miwf.org to find out how to participate.  
· Check hotels that you use or are in your community have signed The Code, www.thecode.org.  This ensures they are taking a stance against child sexual exploitation by establishing policies and training staff to take action if they suspect a child is being trafficked in their hotel.  
· CHANGE STATE POLICIES: Encourage Policy Makers  to Pass Safe Harbor Laws To Protect Victims  and create legislation that: Prevents the arrest and prosecution of prostituted minors; Diverts minors from delinquency proceedings and keeps them from being re-victimized as criminals and re-classify  them as victims or sexually exploited children; Expunges records of trafficked minors for all crimes committed due to trafficking;  Provides specialized services for victims including  – medical and mental health services, housing, education and job training, English as a second language education, legal and immigration services.
